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SOCIOLOGY FOR 
TRANSFER (AA-T)
This degree program is designed to provide 
students with a broad understanding of human 
interaction, social processes, social structures, 
and tools of sociological investigation. Students 
completing this degree may be interested in 
pursuing careers in teaching, research, social 
work, and other behavioral science professions. 

The following is required for the AA-T in 
Sociology for Transfer degree:

1.	 Minimum of 60 semester or 90 quarter 
CSU-transferable units.

2.	 Minimum grade point average (GPA) 
of at least 2.0 in all CSU-transferable 
coursework.

3.	 Minimum of 18 semester or 27 quarter units 
in the major.

4.	 A grade of “C” or better in all courses 
required for the major.

5.	 Certified completion of the California State 
University General Education (CSU GE) 
Breadth pattern OR the Intersegmental 
General Education Transfer Curriculum 
(IGETC) pattern; see Degree Requirements 
and Transfer Information section for more 
information. Note: If following IGETC, 
IGETC-CSU must be followed for admission 
to a CSU.
