	COURSE DESCRIPTION


	
	


Math 178 Calculus for Business, Social and Behavioral Sciences.  Presents a study of calculus with emphasis placed on the application of these concepts to business and management related problems.  The applications of derivatives and integrals of functions including polynomials, rational, exponential and logarithmic functions are studied
PREREQUISITES

Mathematics 178: “C” grade or higher or “Pass” in MATH 110 or equivalent (MATH 103 does not meet the prerequisite)

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

1) Calculate derivatives for polynomial, rational, exponential or logarithmic functions involving constants, sums, differences, products, quotients or the chain rule.

2) Apply derivatives to solve application problems from business or the natural or social sciences.

3) Use graphical, numerical or analytical methods to solve real-world problems from business or the natural or social sciences.

4) Calculate antiderivatives involving power, exponential, and logarithmic functions.

5) Use substitution to calculate antiderivatives.

6) Apply matrices and their properties to solve applications from business or the natural or social sciences.
