· Student must complete an out-reach project that promotes expanding study abroad opportunities at the student’s home institution or within the local community. 

The CCIE Scholarships can be utilized for any aspect of your Study Abroad experience including reimbursement of tuition, airfare, or for use while abroad.  The student will receive the award only after there is confirmation that her/his study abroad tuition has been paid at least by 50%.  All awards will be disbursed to the student’s college scholarship office.
