All new and readmit students who apply by October 28,
and all continuing students, will be sent a Registration
Appointment. Those who apply after October
28 will receive a registration time based on the date
of application. Students may register on or after their
registration date and time.

asp. It is the student’s responsibility to drop any classes
that they do not plan to attend.

USER ID AND PASSWORD

Your User ID and Password are needed to access
WebAdvisor. Your User ID is generally your firstname.
lastname (all lowercase), and your password is initially
your birth date (MMDDYY). You will be prompted to
change your password the first time you log in.

PRIORITY WAIT LISTS

Wait lists for all classes begin the instant that classes
close due to full enroliment. Once the class begins,
wait lists are no longer available. Students cannot
add themselves to a wait list before their registration
appointment date. Students are added to the wait list for a
class on a first-come, first-served basis. If seats become
available, the students on the wait list will automatically be
enrolled into the class. Students will be billed immediately
once the student is successfully registered into the class.

Students cannot be placed on a wait list for class if they
are already enrolled in another section of the same class.
Also, students cannot be placed on a wait list for more
than one section of the same class. If a wait list is full, the
student will not be able to add themselves to the list.
