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Lab 4 – Histograms and Dot Plots
To receive credit for this assignment, everything must fit on a single page. Resize your TinkerPlots to make that happen.
Open the Body Measurement TinkerPlot Data set.

To make a histogram, select the variable you want, and then drag a dot to the right. Keep dragging until the number of bins is to your liking. If you continue dragging to the right, the lines will go away and it will become a dot plot.

a) For this lab, choose a quantitative variable. Make a histogram of the data using that variable. Experiment with the look of the histogram by selecting different choices from the drop down box in the lower left of the plot. Include the median and a box plot on your histogram. You can include the median by selecting the upside down T from the buttons along the top. The box plot can be added by clicking on the little arrow next to ‘Hats’ and selecting box plot from the list.
When you are satisfied with how your histogram looks, copy it into this Word document.

b) Choose another quantitative variable and make a dot plot. Copy the dot plot into this Word document. Include the mean and an ADM hat plot on your dot plot. You can include the mean by clicking the triangle under Averages. The ADM hat can be added by clicking the little arrow next to Hats and selecting Average Deviation Hat.
